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Commencement is a formal ceremony. We expect a climate that reflects the dignity the ceremony deserves. Students are 
asked to dress formally for the occasion; jeans, shorts, flip-flops and tennis shoes are not allowed. Students, parents and 
guests are asked to honor the School Boardôs request that guests remain quiet and respectful during the graduation cere-
mony. Each graduateôs name is announced over the microphone and noise detracts from each announcement. We also ask 
that parents and guests remain seated during the ceremony and refrain from walking around as this is disruptive. In addition, 
the use of artificial noise makers is prohibited. These common courtesies will ensure that all students, parents, and guests 
are able to hear and see as each graduate receives their diploma.  
 
Seniors who disrupt the ceremony will be subject to removal from the ceremony and/or completing work detail hours before 
their diplomas will be released.  
 
We will arrange the seating in the Pavilion to best facilitate close views of the graduates and the stage. Handicapped seating 
will be available. Specific questions about seating arrangements for disabled persons should be addressed to Activities Coor-
dinator, Katie Staker at 662-2528 or via email at katiest@ckschools.org. There will also be a raised area at the rear of the Pa-
vilion for those using video cameras. Please remember that professional photographs and videos are available for purchase. 
Thank you for your understanding and cooperation.  
A reminder that tickets are required for admission to Commencement.  
 
Disabled guests may sit in the disabled seating with one guest.

However, the ultimate responsibility for passing each class, achieving the required 
number of credits and meeting the additional graduation requirements (High School and Beyond Portfolio and state 
testing) lies with the individual student.  Running Start seniors who are enrolled in classes required for graduation will re-
ceive a grade check form via mail/email the week of May 21st; complete and return this form to the Counseling Office by 3 pm 
June 1

st
.  If you have questions, please contact your studentôs counselor or the specific teacher. 

 
Because of our large graduating class and the limited capacity of the Pavilion, tickets are required for admission to Com-
mencement. Each senior will receive seven (7) tickets to Commencement. Seniors who desire additional tickets should seek 
unneeded tickets from other seniors. Seniors will receive their tickets at the graduation rehearsal on June 14 (see related ticket 
article on page 4).

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
 
What is Cougar Conclusion exactly? 
 
The CKHS Booster Club volunteer committee provides a SAFE, SOBER and FUN celebra-
tion for the graduating seniors.  The seniors will be transported directly from graduation 
to Silverdale Waterfront Park where they will board Argosy Cruises to enjoy dancing, Ca-
sino games, photo booth, food and great fun until about 1:30 am.   
 
Why is the event aboard Argosy Cruises? Why is it not at Bangor like last year? 
 
This year, graduation falls on Fatherôs Day weekend, which allows only the day after 
graduation for most families to hold private graduation parties; making an all-night cele-
bration less desirable. The graduates will get home earlier and can sleep in and still en-
joy time the following day with visiting relatives. There was also a lack of volunteers to 
help with this yearôs event and several key fundraising opportunities were missed which 
caused concern that not enough money could be raised.   
 
What happens after Commencement? 
 
There will be time after Commencement to pick up diplomas and take pictures with family 
and friends. It is a good idea to pick a place outside for families to meet. Volunteers 
check them onto busses beginning at 9:00 pm. They will arrive at Silverdale Waterfront 
Park by 10:00 pm and board Argosy Cruises for a tour throughout Puget Sound. Seniors 
are required to ride the busses to the waterfront and will not be allowed to board the 
cruise if they drive or are dropped off at the park by other means.

Families will be allowed to gather at Silverdale Water-
front Park and wish the seniors Bon Voyage!  
 
How do we get home? 
Many parents pick up their graduates; others will leave a car for their graduate to drive 
home. Parking is available at the waterfront in the vehicle only lot located at Byron Street 
and Washington Avenue and there is street parking. Parking is not allowed in the trailer 
stalls ï which are the longer stalls. We arrive back at Silverdale Waterfront Park at ap-
proximately 1:30am and recommend parents pick up graduates from the parking lot; as 
they will be tired!
